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Next door at the Armory, a closing reception will be held for Creative Soul of Dayton, a community visual arts exhibition featuring the work of 130 local artists, with more than 230 pieces in all media. The exhibit is on display on the third floor, and visitors should enter through the building’s rear entrance, accessible from a parking lot off Patterson Boulevard. 

Also in the Oregon Arts District, the following exhibits will be on display: 
• Gallery 510 Fine Art will feature small paintings by gallery owner Loretta Puncer and silk thread jewelry by Sara Cogswell. In addition, artist Carole Ohl will have supplies on hand so visitors can create a Zentangle, a new, easy-to-learn art form in which repetitive patterns are used to create new images. 
• Color of Energy will host an opening reception for “Signature Red,” featuring photography by Sinclair Community College President Steven Johnson. The exhibit, which runs through Jan. 3, includes more than two dozen pieces from Johnson’s growing collection of more than 100,000 photos taken during his travels in 45 states and 15 countries.
