The gallery also will have live acoustic acts and a sale on music equipment
Color of Energy will host “Curves: The Female Form + Curved Steel," featuring a collaborative exhibit of photography by Jacquelynn Buck and paintings by Mike Elsass. Gallery 510 Fine Art will feature new paintings by gallery owner Loretta Puncer, and Columbus artist Rick Akers will open a new show of his Impressionistic landscape paintings.
