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SideBar Re-Opens in the Oregon Arts District
New, larger location continues to specialize in classic cocktails and adds menu items to mix.
Dayton, May 6, 2010 ― Oregon Arts District patrons now have a new dining option. SideBar, 410 E. Fifth St., has opened a bar and restaurant adjacent to Café @ SideBar, which opened in January. 

SideBar, previously at 130 W. Second St., expanded into the new location, which allowed it to add a food menu to its offerings and increase staff from six employees to approximately 40. SideBar retains its distinctive, classy atmosphere and continues to specialize in premier cocktails and spirits, as well as an eclectic wine list crafted by local blues artist Eric Jerardi. 
“We’ve brought a new concept to Dayton,” SideBar owner Brian Higgins said. “We’ve proven that you can feature premium cocktails in a big-city atmosphere and people will support it. This expansion has allowed us to up the ante with our bar offerings while providing a great selection of food.” 

That new food selection includes a small plates menu featuring Mediterranean-focused cuisine with an American twist, as well as desserts. Small plate items can be doubled, allowing customers to grab an appetizer or have a complete dinner. All menu items, which range in price from $8-$13, are designed to complement SideBar’s classic cocktails and spirits. The bar menu also has been expanded, although it still offers drinks in a variety of price ranges, from bottled domestic beer to fine bourbon. 

SideBar’s hours are 4 p.m. to 1 a.m. daily. Tuesday through Saturday, the full menu will be available from 5 to 10 p.m. and a smaller bar menu will available from 10 p.m. to 1 a.m. The kitchen will be closed Sunday and Monday. 
The current opening includes the bar and dining area facing Fifth Street. However, SideBar will continue to expand into the back dining room and patio area, doubling the bar and restaurant’s current space. Plans call for the expanded area to open this summer. 
“Great cities have great bars and restaurants, which play a role in the revitalization of such places as downtown Dayton,” Higgins said. “In keeping with Dayton’s legacy of innovation, we want to provide the best, most innovative food, coffee and cocktails for our neighbors in the Oregon Arts District, Dayton and beyond.”

The adjacent Café @ SideBar also continues to expand, and it recently added lunches to its coffee shop fare. The menu features salads, sandwiches and soups, including vegan and vegetarian options, served from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. Monday through Saturday. The coffee shop’s hours are Monday-Thursday, 7 a.m. to 10 p.m.; Friday, 7 a.m. to midnight; Saturday, 8 a.m. to midnight; and Sunday, 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. Free wi-fi access is available throughout the SideBar facility.
