The event has been described as an all-inclusive street party that takes over downtown, and there’s definitely something for everyone to see. More than 100 creative places and spaces participate in each event, including locations throughout downtown, the Oregon Arts District and the Wright-Dunbar Business Village. Free trolleys help transport people to some of the more distant venues, but many of the locations are within walking distance. Courthouse Square is the central starting point and the main stage for artistic performances, but there are also roving entertainers and smaller stages throughout downtown.

Come explore the city, check out art, peek inside a cool loft, enjoy live entertainment by amazing community artists, eat at a restaurant you’ve never been to, and party ‘till the break of dawn. You’ll see that it’s possible to make every night an urban night downtown!
