Contest Rules/Guidelines...
7 Each entry must be submitted on a wooden or plastic base.
7 The size of the structure’s base support shall not exceed 20”x20”.
7 The structure can be made from gingerbread, cardboard, or a purchased kit.
7 All exposed surfaces of the structure and all decorations must be covered with edible materials
     (with the exception of the base/foundation).
7 Battery operated lights are permitted; however they must be inside the structure and turned on by the entrant.
7 Designs may be any structure such as houses, public buildings, businesses, etc.
7 Judging will be based on overall appearance, neatness, creativity, and best use of materials.
7   Anyone who currently or previously has received payment for their cake/pastry skills or is a trained
     professional needs to enter the Professional category in this contest.
7 Cash prizes will not be awarded of judges decide that there isn’t an entry that qualifies as best in show.
7 Instructions on picking up your entry after the contest will be included in a confirmation letter.
