One feature of the Web site that consumers will find useful is the Parking Bargains page where special prices and deals are posted. Some of the current bargains follow:
· The City of Dayton just announced that, effective February 1, the Transportation Center Parking Garage located at the corner of E. Fifth and S. Jefferson Streets will reduce its rates for monthly parking to $35 on the upper floors and $55 on the first floor. This is below the average monthly cost for a space in a parking garage downtown, which was $85 in 2008.
· PMI is offering a 50% discount at the Air City Garage for the first month for new parkers. PMI also offers a lot on the edge of town for $1 per day. 
· AMPCO has lots at 369 W. First St. and 135 S. Wilkinson St. that are currently running specials as low as $35 per month for the first three months.
The premier feature of EasyParkDowntown.org is a fully interactive map of downtown’s parking options. Every parking lot and garage is plotted on a map of downtown with the following information:
· Name and address of Facility 
· Total Number of Spaces
· Rates, including monthly and special event rates
· Forms of Payment Accepted
· Facility Entrances
· Facility Operator & Operator’s Phone Number
Other benefits of the site include a link to download and print a parking brochure, frequently asked questions about parking, and parking improvements on the drawing board.
